Ordinance info

Ordinance 2019-01 is our Nuisance Ordinance. Section 2
deals with property maintenance. Section A (iv) states:
Grass, leaves and snow removal—No person shall mow
grass, rake leaves, shovel snow, blow snow or plow snow
out onto any Borough Street or alley.

This debris clogs our storm sewer drains. Grass clippings
can be very dangerous to motorcycles. We are just trying
to keep everyone safe and maintain the Borough infrastruc-
ture.
