Woater Rate Increase

We have found it necessary to increase the cost of water
to our customers. Currently the water rate is $3.25 per
thousand gallons of water. The rate is increasing to $3.95
per thousand.

To put this into perspective, if your family uses 6,000 gal-
lons of water in a 3 month period, (that is a good average)
your bill will increase by $4.20. We are proud to say that
East Brady’s water rates are still well below the average
rates paid by nearby water systems.

The last time the rate was changed was January of 2019.

You will see the increase on the bill you receive at the
beginning of July 2024.
